The first case of Monkeypox in California has been confirmed.
However, risk to LA County residents remains low.

MONKEYPOX BASICS

Rare infectious, viral disease * Does not spread easily from person-to-person

* Can spread through contact with body fluids, sores,
contaminated objects; prolonged face-to-face contact;
Usually begins with flu-like illness and swollen and contact with infected animals or animal products

lymph nodes, followed by a rash * Can spread through sexual contact

Is usually mild but can be serious

THE NUMBERS
LA County: No suspected or confirmed cases. California: 1 confirmed case in Sacramento.
U.S.: 9 confirmed cases; more are suspected.

If you may have been exposed or have a rash illness or other symptoms consistent
with Monkeypox, contact your healthcare provider, especially if you’ve recently traveled.
